Site Background

The new store will be located at the land north of New Bridge Road, Workington. The site is located between the
Tesco Superstore and the River Derwent with the A597 to the east.

The surrounding area is predominantly commercial in nature with a Tesco Superstore to the south and to the east, the

football ground of Workington AFC. The wider surrounding areas, beyond the River Derwent and to the south of the
site are residential in nature.
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The Proposal

Lidl propose to develop a new store on the site, which
will feature an attractive glazed frontage with a large car
parking area. Landscaping is also proposed at the site
along with a new access to serve the foodstore.

The new food store will extend to 1,900 sgq. m gross
internal area (GIA) with net sales of 1,256 sq. m. The new
food store will be supported by 124 car parking spaces,
including 15 dedicated disabled spaces and 16 parent
and child spaces.

It is proposed that the Lid| food store will be open between
the hours of:

B 7am to 11pm Monday to Saturday (including Bank
Holidays), and
B 10am to 6pm Sunday.

Normally there will be a maximum of two HGV deliveries
to the store per day. All store waste will be collected at
the same time as the deliveries, therefore minimising HGV
movements within the site.
